We will learn about the
biomolecules that make up life, and how we use these biomolecules to gain energy, perform
chemical reac!ons, store gene!c informa!on, and more! Based on your interests, I’ve curated the
material in this course to have a chemical focus -- we'll spend a lot of !me on DNA and proteins.
There is a lot of informa!on covered in this course, but I’ve organized it to keep you on track with in
class lectures and ac!vi!es, homework, reviews, and exams.

One of my
favorite parts of my job as a professor is facilita!ng learning and discovery in the lab and classroom.
